Course Description:   This exciting training is aimed at those leaders working directly with Boy Scouts, normally Scoutmasters and Assistant Scoutmasters, but is available for anyone interested in delivering an effective program.  It provides leaders with a good working knowledge of troop operations and all of the nuts and bolts of the troop program.  



Course Description:   This training provides an overview of basic Scout-crafts (knots, fire building etc.), basic camping skills, BSA Camping rules and procedures, and, most importantly, how to teach these skills to 11-18 year old Scouts. The skills taught are based on the outdoor skills found in The Boy Scout Handbook.  Webelos leaders, Venture Crew advisors, and other adult leaders are also encouraged to attend this course. Training will run through approx. 6:00 PM on Sunday.  

Equipment Needed:  This will be an overnight experience. Each participant will need to bring their own tent, sleeping bag and other personal items as necessary. A list of needed camping gear/equipment will be provided upon registration.
